	The UK Youth Parliament (UKYP) aims to give the young people of the UK between the ages of 11 and 19 a voice.  This voice will be heard and listened to by local and national government, providers of services for young people and other agencies that have an interest in the views and needs of young people. It is an independent national charity that has a rolling programme of activities across the year. This includes an Annual Sitting, Regional Meetings, and regular dialogue with Ministers including the Prime Minister and Opposition Spokespeople and inputs to policy and programme development.

The UKYP has a clear Code of Conduct for young people becoming Member of Youth Parliament (MYP) which emphasises the UKYP Independence from political parties and pressure groups, while stressing it is the responsibility of the MYP to represent the views of ALL their constituents.

	Regional Information

	UKYP also works at a regional level supporting MYP’s with campaigns regionally and locally. There are meetings of young people who are directly involved in decision making called Youthforia which take place up to 11 times a year. These meetings are designed to support MYP’s and their deputies and to share good practice and ideas.

	Local Information

	The current MYP for the Borough of Rochdale is Louis Tweedale aged 17 and is a student at Rochdale Sixth Form College. He is now coming to the end of his current term of office.

Rochdale Borough Youth Service is launching a campaign to elect a new MYP for the Borough for 2020 and is seeking young people to apply to become a candidate in the election process.

	What would I have to do as MYP?

	1. Support and speak on behalf of Rochdale Borough Youth Council and Youth Cabinet

2. Work alongside Rochdale Borough Children’s Champion to help improve the lives of children and young people in Rochdale Borough

3. Attend and chair meetings for Rochdale Borough Youth Cabinet who currently meet weekly on a Tuesday at Rochdale Town Hall.

4. Attend and participate in Youthforia – a regional youth forum for the North West which meets bi-monthly.
5. To support the 2 representatives for Greater Manchester Youth Combined Authority (GMYCA).
6. Have enthusiasm, energy and take an interest in the rights of children and young people and work to get this message to all children and young people of the Borough of Rochdale
